Advocacy Group Feedback

· There is a long term Advocacy job to be done within our professional constituencies, especially physical education – including influencing ITTE and CPD; but also among NGBs, scUK, Occupational Therapists,  paramedics

· We need to identify quick wins through action to bring about concrete outcomes; this will help to engage key politicians and civil servants. 

· There is a need for policy drivers within different constituencies that could influence the promotion and development of physical literacy.

· We need to work across the 4 administrations of UK, (the 4 home countries, both in government and opposition) We could use home country rivalry as a lever ( e.g Scotland 60 minutes a day) 

· We must get the key messages out using parents and children as advocates.

· It is important to know the context and the policy landscape. We currently have a convergence of ideas between talent development (LTAD), pedagogy, participation data etc; and therefore are in a position to work with allies to get the physical literacy message through.

· We need to work to the research/theory, practice and policy triangle, ie policy informed by and enriching practice; research informing and grounded in practice, and providing evidence for advocacy.
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KEY MESSAGE

There is a need for clear, consistent, accessible language around physical literacy and clear messages on recommendations such as daily PA. Arguments should be customised for particular audiences. 
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
